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Greetings Worshipful Masters, Wardens & Brethren:

This curriculum is designed to provide you with the maximum learning information and the
fundamental skills required to successfully fulfill the responsibilities of a Warden as well as
the duties of the Worshipful Master. This course of study will also provide you with a
knowledge base to reference both the ceremonial and administrative aspects while serving
as the Worshipful Master of your respective Lodges.

Your successful completion of this course is our primary objective. As such, we will proceed
with some flexibility regarding your work schedules and other important obligations. Each
Warden is expected to complete additional reading and research on their own time to
enhance their Masonic knowledge. Each Warden is required to attend ALL Lodges of
Instruction meetings. If absence is unavoidable, the Warden may be excused if he advises
the Worshipful Master of his regional Lodges of Instruction (LOI), his District Deputy Grand
Master, and his Worshipful Master prior to the start of the LOI and provides the reason for
his non-attendance. This must be followed up in writing, by a letter or email to the
aforementioned Brothers within seven (7) days of the class missed. If there are two (2)
unexcused absences, you will not be granted a Certificate of Completion by the LOI and your
name will be forwarded to the Most Worshipful Grand Master, who will determine if the
Warden will remain in office.

The Director and staff instructors of the LOI will facilitate this course in a fair and equitable
way and deliver your course studies in a professional and timely manner. This course will
be conducted with lectures based on the curriculum developed by the Lodge of Instruction
staff with input from the Office of the Grand Lecturer and the Office of the Grand Inspector.
Class discussions and Wardens demonstrations are also methods used to teach this course.
You cannot successfully complete this course if you do not complete the required work and
the Final Exam.
